Dear Families,

We hope you are staying safe in what continues to be very
challenging times.

We understand that the continued government restrictions,
including remote and flexible learning, present ongoing
challenges for students and families. The varying needs of
families make implementing a program that suits all
families perfectly, very challenging.

Over our remote journey, we have continued to reflect and
review our practice. Our remote learning journey has seen
the program being delivered and evolving since the first
lockdown in April 2020.

Currently our program includes;

1 Live daily morning check ins, which are aimed at
increasing student engagement and may also include an
outline of required tasks

1 Live daily explicit teaching sessions

1 Teacher instructional videos that support learning
tasks

1 Work/ sharing of learning submissions with teacher
feedback

1 Open post comment feature to enable students to ask
guestions to their teacher throughout the day.

1 Bringing back Wellbeing Wednesdays! See more
information in today's newsletter!

1 Continued delivery of intervention programs for
students of need

1 Additional Online resources such as Epic and
Sunshine online books

1 Ongoing support (online, phone calls and emails) for
children and adults
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All the above pieces have evolved individually on the back of continual self-review and your
community feedback. Whilst there is no perfect model that caters for the exact needs of every family,
we continue to be committed to providing a remote program that is flexible and adaptable to the
needs of our students and manageable for our families.

We know that nothing can replace our students in the classroom with their teachers, learning in a
dynamic environment where feedback is ongoing and in real time, where students are able to work
together, engaging frequently with peers and teachers.

We thank you for your ongoing support and tiresome work you are doing at home and are
always here to support you, your child and the home learning program.

Student and Family Wellbeing
In supporting students and families, we are bringing back and have
included an example in today's newsletter.

We know that the current climate creates many challenges for families so please explore these
resources when in need. One of the best resources at times can be reaching out via Dojo, phone or
email personally. We find it extremely useful having the opportunity to work with families one on one.
This enables us to work through specific challenges or concerns on a more personal level, which we
encourage families in need to reach out with.
